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The oral should be about 3 minutes long. You must inform the class about what is happening (or happened) and demonstrate an understanding about the topic you selected.

Your report should be presented through powerpoint (you will be given some time to start it in class). 
TASK #1 Answer the following
1) What is the topic you chose?  

2) When and Where is this news taking place?

3) What is the media saying about this news? What are the main details about the topic that are important to know in order to understand it?  What are the facts? Why is this happening? 

4) Who is affected by this news? Who is the audience? How are they affected? 

5) Your thoughts:  Why did you choose to share this news with the class? Why do you think it is important for us to know about it? Do you have any thoughts you would like to share? Any questions? Reactions? Connections?

6) Bibliography: Where did you get your information?
